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FUNDING FOR SMALL TO MEDIUM SIZED COMMUNITY ENVIRONMENTAL PROJECTS

INTRODUCTION

This is a summary list of approximately 50 different funding bodies able to give grants to small-scale community environmental projects, with web-links to many more. The list has been compiled jointly by BTCV (London) and London 21 Sustainability Network, and is aimed at small, fresh or starting-up groups and projects working within a local community setting but many of the sources will support larger projects.

When seeking funding we advise that you carefully study all the criteria and application details (including application form where required). 

Please further note that the majority of funding sources cited below are directed at community groups and community initiatives generally, not necessarily just ‘environmental’.

There are hundreds of funding bodies across Britain,: at the end of this tabulated list you will find a series of contacts and web-sites on which you can find further funding advice and guidance, including London 21 and BTCV.

We hope you find this document useful. We propose to update and add to it in due course.
